How we protect personal data :
 
DIPLOMED and all its employees take the protection of your data seriously and take appropriate measures to prevent misuse, loss, unauthorized access, unwanted disclosure and unauthorized modification. DIPLOMED processes your personal data because of its legally defined powers and obligations, because you use our services and / or because you (have) reinforced them yourself. These are processed by DIPLOMED with a view to meeting various goals and obligations, such as in the context of financial and general administration, the management of the customer and supplier database, direct marketing activities, the provision of suitable services and the implementation of our agreements. We collect and process the personal data that was provided to us directly and that was obtained through another means, for example through a public source or a website that offers company information.
 
For what purpose and on what basis we process personal data:
 
DIPLOMED processes your personal data for the following purposes (And follows Article 6.1 GDPR, which indicates on the basis of which legal grounds personal data may be processed):
 
→ in order to comply with the legal obligations that rest on DIPLOMED: as a law firm, we must comply with certain legal obligations and we are obliged to collect, process and maintain certain personal data. → To perform our contractual obligations, we need to collect and process personal data. In doing so, DIPLOMED always limits itself to what is necessary.
→ to represent the vital interests of you or another natural person → to represent the legitimate interests of DIPLOMED, our customers or third parties
 
Access to personal data:
 
DIPLOMED grants access to the personal data only granted to the persons for whom it is necessary to be able to perform their duties. These persons are bound to a strict professional attitude and must comply with all prescribed technical guidelines to ensure the confidentiality of the personal data. We do our utmost to prevent unauthorized persons from gaining access to, processing, modifying or deleting personal data.
 
The persons with access to the personal data only process it in the context of their duties. We share the personal data with our employees, the companies affiliated with us and the entities that are part of DIPLOMED for the same purposes as stated in this privacy statement.
 
When DIPLOMED collaborates with third-party service providers, the personal data is only shared to a limited extent, with a view to compliant processing with the highest possible level of protection. We take the necessary measures to ensure that these service providers only process personal data for the purposes and in the manner set by us, and that they offer sufficient guarantees to respect and guarantee the confidentiality of personal data. If one of our third party service providers is located outside the European Economic Area, personal data will only be passed on if an appropriate level of protection is provided and the service provider offers sufficient guarantees regarding the security and protection of the personal data.

Sharing personal data with third parties:
 
DIPLOMED will not sell your information to third parties and will only provide it if this is necessary for the performance of our legal obligations and powers or the agreement with you.
 
We conclude a processor agreement with the companies that process your data on our behalf to try to guarantee the same level of security and confidentiality of your data. DIPLOMED uses a number of services and software packages to ensure the protection of personal data as well as possible.
